The Company has an Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO), a
management level committee to handle liquidity risk management. The ALCO
meetings are held at periodic intervals. At the apex level, the Risk Management
Committee (RMC), a sub-committee of the Board of Directors of the Company,
oversees the liquidity risk management.
